Councillor Collins welcomed all those present
2) To accept apologies and reason for absence:

Cllr Kaczmarczyt commented that Boroughbridge Town Council were considering having a fireworks display to commemorate the Battle of Boroughbridge and not having a fireworks display as noted in the minutes of that meeting.

a) Lighting on the Bridge
The application is with Planning at Harrogate Borough Council
b) Battlefield Trust boards
There is to be a meeting on 22nd September with regard to progress of the project
c) Defibrillator
It can be ordered and will cost £999, £500 will come from the Locality Budget, with £200 at from the Fox and Hounds. Langthorpe will pay installation and electricity charges which could be between £300 to £500
d) Letter re B6265
Langthorpe PC are supporting a 40mph speed limit
e) Letter to Langthorpe Farm Shop
A letter was sent to Langthorpe Farm Shop with regard to parking by customers, no reply was received and we will await developments
f) VAS Signs
Kirby Hill PC now want to be part of the scheme for VAS signs and Cllr Horner is to meet Martin Rae from Kirby Hill PC and also to meet with reps. The Fire and Police Commissioner has been approached for funding, also the Community Fund, but a grant from the Lottery Fund may be possible, the cost per sign is £3k plus VAT. Cllr Windass said that £3000 was given to Roecliffe and that he would also give the same amount to Langthorpe and Kirby Hill, he would need the total cost from Cllr Horner

      No Police were present
8) To receive a report from Harrogate Borough Council: 
      HBC is waiting for negotiations re new wards but will carry on until 2023. North        Yorkshire Planning will look after systems in other Councils. There is to be a meeting of SNG Group on 30th September. 
9) To receive a report from North Yorkshire County Council: 
      The new Unitary Authority will dominate the elections for 2022, Harrogate is undecided about the parishes. Covid in the Harrogate area is above the national average and care homes run by North Yorkshire are having difficulty recruiting staff so are using agencies to fill vacancies. Highways apologized to the new North Yorkshire depot, staff have been retrained and 6 new gritters have been ordered are awaiting delivery.

           i) Holly Cottage:  Cllr Jagger reported that safety checks and remedial work had been done at both Holly Cottage and Rose Cottage. A new circuit board was needed for Holly Cottage, this will be done on 29th September at a cost of £420.00. New windows are to be installed at Holly Cottage on 23rd September and a new bathroom floor to be fitted by Calverts, the cleaning of the property to be arranged. The cottage should be ready for a new tenant in October at a rent of £625.00.

               Hedge cutting to be done on Wednesday or Thursday and the height of the holly   bush is to be reduced  
       b) New Notice Board for Skelton Lane:

            Playground: Repairs to apparatus/Picnic Bench 
             Cllr MK to look at what works needs doing, the bench has been repaired
       d) Picnic Area:
Proposal for Honesty Box 
Cllr BH suggested that 50 cars per day could be sing the carpark and could raise £200-£250 per week, which would raise surplus funds for improvements to picnic area. The cost of an honesty box is £685.00 plus £30 for delivery plus VAT. It would be emptied by rote and the amount to be recorded once a month. All were in favour of the proposal, Cllrs BH and LG to look at siting the honesty box.

a) Area 6 Report on outstanding issues 
Cllr MC gave a report about all issues raised. The grit bins are to be filled,
Some of the blocked drains have been cleared at the roundabout by the Grantham Arms and Leeming Lane. September 9th surface water flooded onto Leeming Lane.

                 To be dealt with by NYCC
         ii) Verges and grass cutting top of Leeming Lane
                Siding up to be investigated on Leeming Lane, developers to share costs 
        iii) Bondgate Hedges 
                Residents opposite don’t want the hedges cutting back, needs to be sided up and to do grass verge
b) Graffiti under the A1 Bridge 
The graffiti on the A1 bridge and 168 road has been painted over, but more graffiti has appeared
16) Street Lights 
           All street lights are ok

          The question of traffic to Newby Hall for the Flower show was raised by Cllr LG. There was no traffic plan with resulted in very heavy traffic along Skelton Road and any traffic to Ripon travelled on Highmoor Lane and into Langthorpe. Clerk to write to Stewart Gill at Newby Hall with regard to traffic management, the event was very successful locally but caused traffic problems.
