Cllr Collins opened the meeting with an expression of thanks for all the work done by Cllr Mike Boswell  in his two years as a Parish Councillor, Cllr Boswell passed away on September 4th last. The protocol is to elect a Vice-Chairman at the next Parish Council AGM, if the Chairman is unable to attend a Parish Council meeting the Councillors present will elect a Chairman for that meeting. Harrogate Borough Council will be informed about Councillor Boswell after his funeral.

6) Matters Arising (not covered elsewhere) Correspondence as received by 10th September, 2019
Drainage on Leeming Lane: A reply from Yorkshire Water states that this is a leakage from the building site caused by wood being put in the drain. There is a new five year plan for capital expenditure to be discussed with the Joint Parish Council.
The Plaque on the Bridge: Cllr Collins is dealing with Historic England, permission is needed from NYCC, planning at HBC. We have been sent details of stonemasons. The plaque needs to be cleaned and awaiting estimate from a stonemason in Knaresborough.
Fieldhead: This is owned by St Anne’s who now want to sell the building, Cllr Collins dealing with this.

7) To receive an update on policing issues in the Parish from North Yorkshire Police present. No Police present, apologies were sent and a report given on their behalf by Cllr Nick Brown- Cars stolen in Langthorpe, but otherwise all other things were good, North Yorkshire to receive 200 more police and the Chief Constable to attend the next Safer Neighbourhood Group meeting in February. Cllr Paul Gill said that there were problems with 101 and nothing was done if the police were called and requested that his remark be included in the minutes of SNG. 

8) To Receive a Report from Harrogate Borough Council: Cllr Nick Brown reported that MSA and Applegreen is under a Non-Determination Order, with no view from NYCC Highways. The deadline at HBC has been extended from September 30th to late October and changes have been made to the original application. Cllr Collins to write to Mike Parkes in Planning.

9) To receive Report from North Yorkshire County Council (NYCC)
Highways: A report from Robert Windass.  He is progressing the graffiti removal, cottage lane repairs and the sinking pavement at the roundabout. Highways Area 6 consider that the grass verges are ok and thanks was expressed to local residents who had cleared the verges at the roundabout.

b) Safer Neighbourhood Group (SNG):

14)    Agenda Items:
a) Cottages-
Holly Cottage became vacant on September 1st and it was agreed to re-let the cottage at a monthly rent of £625.00 and it was agreed that it was ok for the owners to have a pet. The garden needs to be tidied before the new tenants move in. Cllr Collins to action
b) Play Area:
    Astro-turf quotes received for the goal area on the football pitch, it was agreed to do part of the goal area, the cost is £4600 for an area 5mx8m, taking £1600 from Commuted Sums. A quote has been requested for Wet- Pour, Cllr Horner commented on wear and tear in certain areas, £4630 was available in Commuted Sums, new nets are to be provided at £80 per pair and a quote has been obtained from Lapsett for paint for the play area of £1800, not including labour.
c)  Picnic Area:
[bookmark: _GoBack]One of the benches in the picnic area was broken and has been repaired by Chris L was available Leeming, a second broken bench has been removed, there are currently no monies for the area, however, money from Hockley Croft will pay for recycled plastic benches. 
d) Report on Cycle Race:
Cllr B Horner gave a report on the race which takes place on September 27th. There are road closure notices throughout the area and 140 riders will be on route from Doncaster to arrive in Harrogate at 6.45pm. The Community has made a very good effort with the decorations, mainly done in Langthorpe, the BBC are to film in Boroughbridge on September 18th and during the event there will be entertainment in the car park in Boroughbridge. Cllr Horner was thanked by Cllr Collins.
iii) Commuted Sums:
A Joint Parish meeting took place on September 12th to discuss Commuted Sums. Any cash appears on different sheets and the cash needs to be co-ordinated. 
iv) Street Lights:
