12) The footpath is getting narrower in Leeming Lane next to the Wimpey
building site, Cllr P Gill to liaise with Wimpey re siding the grass verges
13) Reports:
a) Emergency Committee – Cllr Collins gave a report of the recent flooding and will meet with
police with regard to non closure of the road. He is concerned about residents in the downstairs
flats of Bridge House, when the river floods the tenants lose all their property. Cllr Collins is
unhappy with the present tenants situation and will request that the building be declared not fit
for habitation.
Agenda Items:
a) Boroughbridge Town Council are cleaning the Plaque prior to the Lighting of the Bridge, it was
agreed by all present that Langthorpe PC give £1000 towards the cost of the Lighting.
b) A request was received from a Health Visitor that a stair rail be put in Rose Cottage, the cost for
this was met by the NHS.
c) It was agreed that a new horse will be put in the play area, it would be fitted onto the existing plate at a cost of £650, Cllr Collins to arrange this by Easter.
d) Cllr Windass wrote to Area 6 with regard to existing road repairs within Langthorpe, Area 6
replied that the graffiti under the bridge would be removed within 4 weeks, Moor Lane will be
maintained at public expense, no response received re ponding around the play area- Cllr Collins
will contact Cllr Windass.
v) Cllr Collins wrote to 95 Alive with regard to speed checks on Skelton road and Leeming Lane, 95
Alive agreed to do the speed checks when funds were available. NYCC can do a 7 day speed survey
at a cost of £110 plus VAT, full details would be given on completion. Kirby Hill Parish Council are
also concerned about speeds in the area and they are to be contacted with regard to Vehicle
Activation Signs being situated at the Kirby Hill boundary and Taylor Wimpey to be contacted
about help toward the cost of the signs.
e) Picnic area
i)The new Notice Board for the Picnic Area was installed, a path is now needed to the notice board.
The turf is to be removed, put in the hedge by the bridge and paving slabs installed at the notice
board, Mark Darbyshire to be asked to do this. Earth is to be put under the hedge 20ft away from
the bridge support, Cllr P Gill to do this.
ii) Bulbs have been planted and the willow tree cut.
Commuted Sums – A document has now been received from HBC showing the Commuted sums due
to Langthorpe PC
Street Lights – 3 lights are not working in Leeming Lane and have been reported by Cllr L Gill.
AOB: Cllr L Gill enquired about Field Head House which is owned by St Annes. Cllr M Collins has
sent 2 letters to St Anne’s about the condition of the house which is currently boarded up.
Cllr L Gill commented about the litter bins at the Picnic Area, which are sinking into the soil and are
infested by mice. Chris Leeming to be contacted to possibly lift the bins up and put paving slabs
underneath.
