                A meeting took place to consider the matter, Councillor Jill Dunderdale from Kirby Hill PC was 
               Present but was not allowed to speak at the meeting, a complaint with regard to this will be sent 
               to NYC Cllr Carl Les. The matter was decided by a vote.

          10) Reports;
          a) Painting the railings at the roundabout and along the canal:
           Nothing done to return to this at a later date.
          b)Pollution of River Ure:
          A report was received from Yorkshire Water with regard to spillages into the River Ure- 2022 there were 
          69 spillages, down from the previous year. And 292 hours down from 758, these events happened down to 
          Aldborough and Boroughbridge, but were higher at Aldwark. Yorkshire water is pleased with the 
          reduction and are planning something for Langthorpe at the pumping station and the drains in Leeming 
          Lane. Cameras were put into the drains when a blockage occurred and the cause was found to be builders
          rubbish which has now been cleared. Yorkshire Water can’t say how quickly any work will be done, an 
          investment plan is currently being worked on. The next meeting will be in February 2024.
       c) SNG:
           Cllr PG told the meeting that no police were in attendance, cameras were installed on Skelton Road to   
           check the speed of cars on Skelton Road, but the speed was ok. Cllr PG will become part of a community
           speed watch.
      11)Agenda items:
        a) The Cottages:
             Repairs to the cottages: Vision submitted a quote of £3k and possibly to start work at the end of   
            September, the tenants of both cottages have been informed that the work could possibly be finished by     
            mid October. Cllrs SJ and BH to look at the work when it is done.
         b) Picnic Area:
              New benches have been installed. Cllr BH commented that litter bins were needed in the area and he 
             would organize a sign asking people to dispose of their litter. Highways have been contacted with 
              regard to arrows being painted on the ground at the exit to the picnic area indicating the direction of
             the traffic round the roundabout. A quotation of £3199 has been received with regard for plans for the 
             land next to the bridge.
           c) Play Area:
              The fences have been repaired in the play area.
           d) The defibrillator:
               New pads and battery needed for the defibrillator in Coronation Hall, these will be paid for by
               funds from the hall. Consumables for the defibrillator by the Fax and Hounds will be paid for by 
               Langthorpe PC. The Anchor pub is fund raising for a defibrillator because no cash is available from 
              either the North Yorkshire Ambulance Service or the London Ambulance Service. Cllr MC suggested
               applying for a grant.
