The meeting opened at 7.30pm

1) Welcome: Cllr MC welcomed all those present
2) Election of Chairman 2024/2025: Cllr MC was elected Chairman of Langthorpe Parish Council unanimously.
3) Acceptance of Office: Cllr MC accepted the office of Chairman of Langthorpe Parish Council
4)    To accept apologies and reason for absence: Cllr Monika Kaczmarczyk was absent
5)    Declarations of interest on the Agenda: None
       6)   Election of Vice Chairman 2024/2025: Cllr BH was unanimously voted as Vice Chairman of Langthorpe Parish Council
        7)  Declaration of Acceptance of Office: To consider the date for Councillors to sign the Acceptance of Office if not already done so. This was signed by Cllr MC.
         8) Minutes of the Full Council Meeting held on Tuesday, March 19th, 2024. Accepted unanimously
  9)  Public questions and Statements: A Beacon will be lit in Back Lane to celebrate the Anniversary of D Day on June 6th, 1944. It will begin at 9.15pm and members of the public have been advised not to park cars in Back Lane.                    - 
      10) Co-option of Councillor: John Holden co-opted onto the Council
     11) Appointment of Councillors to Working Groups as Representatives with Responsibilities:
       Cllr SJ: to look after the Cottages
      Cllr BH: to look after the Picnic Area
      Cllr PG: To look after the street lights
      Cllr MC: Joint Parish Council
      Cllr John Holden: Playground
    12) Matters Arising (if not covered elsewhere): Yorkshire Water are fixing pipes , plus a new man hole and valve system in Kirby Hill and Market Hill, but none are being repaired in Langthorpe.
    13) To receive a report from NYC Parish Forum: Kate Dawson from NYC attended the meeting and advised that NYC is still being re-structured and she explained how developers have legal obligations with regard towards CIL. Nick Brown commented restructuring is continuing and there would be redundancies. In housing, the intention is to build 500 social houses with making progress on savings by selling and letting properties and the locality budget is open. There are 10 city members and 10 divisions in the Ripon District Community Group, including rural communities. There is to be a police meeting twice yearly. No meeting in July, but a social evening to be held in September
14) Correspondence received by 18th May, 2022: Letters were received from St Michael’s Hospice and All Saint’s church thanking Langthorpe Parish Council for donations of £50 each in memory of Cllr Les Gill who passed away in March.

15) Finance & HR:

b) Peer group Annual Audit: Received and noted.
c) To certify Langthorpe Parish Council as exempt from a limited assurance review for 2023/2024 under Section 9 of the Local Audit (Smaller Authorities) Regulations 2015: All agreed.
d) To agree and sign the Annual Internal Audit report 2023/2024: All agreed
e) To Agree , and sign, the Annual Governance Statement of the Annual Return for the Financial Year ending 31st March, 2024: All agreed
f) To consider, approve by resolution and sign the Accounting Statement of the Annual return 2023/2024: All agreed
g) The Budget: All the Councillors were happy with the budget and it was agreed that as the valuation of the cottages had increased to £250000, this should be noted on the Asset Register.
h) To receive a list of invoices by 14th May, 2024: All the Councillors were happy with the invoices
i) To receive a list of Receipts by 14th May, 2024: All the Councillors were happy with the receipts
j) Commuted Sums: There is £60k for Milby Island, Kirby Hill will be doing footpath maintenance on the inside of Milby Island and Kate Dawson at Area 6 will be contacted for monies to do the work. A possible landscape could be done for the picnic area.
16) To receive the Undermentioned Planning Applications:
 a) APPLICATION NO: 6.47.52.H.REMMAJ ZC23/04592/REMMAJ:
       LOCATION: Land Adjacent To The A1(M) Between Junctions 48 And 49 Near Kirby Hill
Harrogate YO51 9DP: Submissions have to be made by June 8th. National Highways have asked for a 6 month moratorium. The view of the foot bridge is too high and sewage is at a nearby junction
   b) APPLICATION NO: 6.56.240.A.FUL ZC23/02096/FUL
PROPOSAL: Refurbishment and conversion of Old Hall into two dwellings, including second storey extension and conversion of outbuildings into 2no. dwellinghouses with associated refurbishment works to outbuildings [Revised description of previously publicised proposal]
LOCATION: The Old Hall Skelton Road Langthorpe York North Yorkshire YO51 9BZ:
The Councillors all objected to this proposal and Cllr MC will write to NYC expressing their objections to it.
17) Grass Cutting contract with Farm and Land: The new quote from Farmand Land for 2024 was accepted
18) Reports;
a) Emergency Committee: No reports of flooding, the River Ure has not reached over 15m to date.
b) SNG: The Boroughbridge & District Police Liaison meeting was put back to July 17th next. Farmers are being targeted for criminal damage, including Cllr PG, who dialled 101 and was kept waiting for over an hour.
c) JPC: Cllr MC unable to attend so the Parish Clerk attended instead and informed the Councillors present at the meeting of matters in Langthorpe. One of our Councillors, Les Gill, sadly passed away. The monies collected at the Anchor public house was used to buy a defibrillator which has been installed at the Moorings. A grant of £500 has been used to buy a new bench which was installed in Leeming Lane and problems with the VAR were repaired. Yorkshire Water had promised meetings with Langthorpe Councillors, but no meetings have yet taken place.
18) Agenda Items:
a) The Cottages: No new problems with drains at Rose Cottage. The party drain with the bungalow next door to Roae Cottage is becoming blocked. Cllr SJ to contact Yorkshire Water.
b) Picnic Area: The picnic area is being used more and is also kept tidy,
c) Play Area: Gardening work needs to be done, a gardener will be booked for two hours to do the work and Cllr MC suggested putting sand on the bald areas and spread grass seed over the area.
d) Street Lights: Cllr BH report that light no NY6 next to 12/14 waterside is not working, the Parish Clerk to report this.
